Frequently Asked Questions

Q.
How much does it cost to register?

A.
The first child is $125.  The second is $100.  For ADP: The first child is $45.  The second is 
$40.  If the first is Varsity and the second ADP:  $125 & $40.  (Scholarships are available.)

How many teams to do we have?

A.
Four:  Boys Varsity; Girls Varsity; Coed MS; and Coed ADP.

What are the ages for each team?

BV: 14-18;   GV: 12-18;   MS: 11-14;   ADP: 7-12.

Charlotte Acres in Mechanicsville.  M, T, H from 6:00-8:00 (Aug.) and 5:00-7:00 (Sep-Oct.)


Girls:  M, T, H from 5:00-7:00 (March-May)

Q.
Are there tryouts?

A.
The varsity team holds try-outs to determine the starting line-up.  No one is completely eliminated from the team, but as this is a varsity sport, the more talented/committed players will be rewarded with more play time.  Others will be encouraged to train and improve in order to gain one of these positions.  Those boys who are 14 will be evaluated to determine whether Varsity or MS is more appropriate.  In the Spring, those girls who are 12-13 will be evaluated to determine whether Varsity or MS is more appropriate.  In the Fall, those who are 11-12 will receive a recommendation of either MS or ADP.
Q.
When are these try-outs?

A.
The first 2 to 3 weeks of practice are designated as a try-out period.  It is very important for players to attend all of these practices in order to be evaluated fairly.  Any player who will miss this period entirely will need special permission to join the team and will be evaluated on a case by case basis.

BV: Fall;    GV: Spring;    MS: Both;    ADP: Both.

Who do we play?

A.
Both Boys and Girls Varsity play in the VCAA against Christian Schools and one other Home School team in the Richmond area.  The MS plays against private schools in the Richmond area.   The ADP plays small scrimmages in house.  MS and ADP play in the Stony Point League during the Spring Season.
