Eligibility Acknowledgement
The following are the rules of student athlete eligibility from our league, the VCAA.  Please read them carefully and sign at the bottom acknowledging that your child meets all the requirements. 
VCAA Eligibility Requirements

Bona Fide Student Rule - the student shall be a regular bona fide student in good standing of the school or organization in which their player eligibility is registered. This also includes students who are Home Schooled.

A. A student is considered full-time who is in regular attendance and is carrying a schedule of subjects, which, if successfully completed, will render him/her  scholastically eligible for league participation the ensuing semester. Seniors must be enrolled in at least 3 subjects to qualify for participation in sports activities.

B. Any student who is under penalty or suspension, or whose character or conduct is such as to reflect discredit upon his/her school or association, is not considered in good standing.  

C. Once a high school diploma has been obtained the student shall be ineligible for competition in this League.

D. Any student who is nineteen years of age before August 1st of that school year is ineligible to play.

E. Any student who is 16 years of age before August 1st of that school year shall be ineligible for participation in any JV sport. (any and all exceptions must be approved by the membership.) Any Student who is 14 years of age before August 1st of that school shall be ineligible for participation in any middle school sport. 

*Any student that is 16 or older who legitimately needs to be classified as a JV player, may be brought to discussion at a league meeting.  These names must be noted on the rosters by an *. 

F. Each Member will send the players’ name, birth date and grade levels for the eligibility registration. (proof of birth date must be supplied if asked for in the form of a birth certificate, passport or driver’s license).  If students enroll in the school prior to the eligibility date below and are to be added to the team’s roster, the League must be notified of these additions, or the students will be ineligible for participation in League games.  The official League form is to be used for all individual players and a copy their updated team roster of all eligible players submitted to the Council prior to the dates listed below.  Each Member will be forwarded a current copy of the team roster for their references.

Rosters must be turned in to the commissioner at the beginning of the season before the 1st League game.  Dead line for roster additions will be as follows:

Fall sports season

September 30th
Winter sports season
January 7th
Spring Sports season
April 15th 

*Failure to turn in rosters to the commissioner will result in disciplinary action - any games played will count as a forfeit until roster is turned in.  Other schools are not required to reschedule for your convenience.

G. Students enrolling or transferring into a League Membership association after September 30th will NOT be eligible to participate in any League games or tournaments during the fall sports season.   Students enrolling or transferring into a League Membership association after January 7th will NOT be eligible to participate in League games or tournaments during the winter sports season. 

*For transferring students within league membership schools: all contractual matters must be settled and all transcripts must be provided/or received for the transferring student and all eligibility requirements must be met

H. Private School Eligibility:  Student must be enrolled as full time student in that school as defined by the school’s guidelines.  Note:  the intent is to be carrying a full load of  subjects.  Students may not be attending any other school, including home school.  It is recognized that the senior year must be taking three classes.

I. Homeschool Student:  the student must be a full time Home School student.  They may not be attending any school full time (high school, private, or college).  They should meet the general guidelines associated with Home Schooling, that is, enrolled in a private home curriculum, Home School Academy, or participating in college classes or any combination of the above.  The Home School Associations in participation with the VCAA will respect and adhere to the same rules as other schools in this League.

* NOTE:  If a Home School team offers the sport, player must pick one team or the other (meaning CVHAA or Spirit Athletics).  You can not switch back and forth between these teams and their sports programs. 

If one of the associations does not offer a sport, you may go to the other association to play that sport.  If at some point your association does offer the sport, you may be grand-fathered in, at the discretion of the League, to continue that sport on that team. After the grand father clause is in effect, no other student may transfer between teams as their association now offers the sport.
